A big part of being a Critter Crusader is 
being safe around animals. One mutt-
marvelous way to stay safe while being 
kind to critters is preventing dog bites. 

On average, 5 million Americans are bit-
ten by dogs each year. Ruh-Row! 

As a result of dog bites, people experi-
ence physical pain, dogs sometimes lose 
their homes, and families suffer emotional 
trauma that results from feeling the need 
to remove their beloved dog from the 
home. This is very sad, especially since 
many dog bites can be prevented. 

Here’s some important things to keep in 
mind: 

Never startle a dog, take things from 
him, or stare into his eyes.  

Don't approach a strange dog or a dog 
who is tied up.  

Always ask before petting anyone's dog 
and ask where to pet the dog. 

Dogs may bite if they're sore, sick, star-
tled, scared or protecting something. 
Avoid petting a dog who's chewing a 
toy, eating, sleeping, or caring for pup-
pies.  

Reaching in to pet dogs in cars, on 
chains, or behind fences can be very dan-
gerous. 

Using dog-bite prevention skills helps you 
stay safe, keeps dogs from possibly losing 
homes, and helps you and our canine 
companions live a happier Hound-Dog life 
together.
